Committee Members (if applicable):  We hold monthly teleconferences and any ENA member, non-ENA member (forensic nurse) and collaborative agencies can join in the monthly teleconferences
1. What, if any, strategies has your committee/chapter used to support ENA’s vision of “Safe Practice, Safe Care” to the public?
a. We have engaged Indiana Criminal Justice Institute, who reimburses for the SA medical forensic exams, to start to pay for the HPV series which is a recent recommended treatment guideline from the CDC. We are waiting on their general counsel to make a decision. St. Joseph in Mishawaka, IN is currently providing the 3 series of HPV to post SA patients.
2. Describe any collaboration efforts with other professional organizations or agencies (American College of Emergency Physicians, Student Nurses Association, American Nurses Association, EMS, EMS for Children State Partnership).
a. We are collaborating with the IN State Department of Health to support a State SANE coordinator – ISDH is currently seeking funding for this position. They believe this is a needed positon and very supportive of adding this position at the State Department level. This position will help standardize the care delivered to patients who have experienced sexual assault throughout the state.
b. The forensic committee, in collaboration with the IN IAFN Chapter, publishes a quarterly newsletter.
c. Indiana Coalition to End Sexual Violence (ICESA) and Indiana Coalition to End Domestic Violence are two of our collaborative partners on our monthly teleconferences. They feature our trainings and community programs on their respective websites and newsletters to their members.
d. Several members from the IN ENA Forensic Committee (Barb Bachmeier, Holly Renz, and Sarah Hines) have worked with IAFN and the Training Institute on Strangulation Prevention to develop sample strangulation documentation forms, treatment guidelines, policies, and a position statement regarding the care of patient who has experienced strangulation. These products are due to be published in October 2016.

e. We have worked with several Area Health Education Centers (AHEC) in Indiana to provide SANE training throughout the state. The SW region AHEC (Evansville) partnered with USI and Deaconness Hospital SANEs to conduct a 40 hour SANE training. They had 46 participants from 5 states.
3. Describe how your chapter/committee supports evidenced based practice.
a. New published guidelines, research articles concerning the medical care of interpersonal violence patient are passed along to our forensic committee distribution list. Recently an evidenced based treatment algorithm guideline was distributed to forensic committee distribution list recommended diagnostic and care of the strangled patient.
4. Describe how your committee or chapter has invited feedback from members.

a. When researching the feasibility of a state SANE coordinator a survey monkey was sent to the forensic committee distribution list twice to solicit their feedback where they best felt a SANE coordinator could support forensic nurses in the state. Both times the selection was the IN State Department of Health.

5. Describe any member recognition or mentorship your committee or chapter has performed.

a. We feature forensic nurses who have become certified, received an award, or have published in our quarterly forensic newsletter.

6. Describe any strategies you have used to engage members or nonmembers to participate on the national, state or local level. 
a. As the committee chair I sent out emails at least monthly soliciting input to members on forensic nurse practice or soliciting forensic nurses to help out one of our collaborative partners. ISDH requested a SANE nurse to accompany them on the road during their Sexual Assault Prevention presentations throughout the state. Teri Lee is the POC for the ISDH and has received several interested forensic nurses who would like to speak to participated on the medical aspect of care to SA Patients.
7. List and describe any actions related to Government Affairs efforts you, your committee, or your chapter has made.
a. Selected forensic committee members have been in contact with State Rep (Christina Hale) to start the dialogue regarding funding (through a change in statute) of antivirals for patient who have experienced sexual assault. Currently ICJI does not pay for these medications but if there was a change in the statute the antivirals could be covered under the sex crimes compensation fund. We are projected to meet with Rep Hale in April-May 2016 timeframe.
