HOT TOPICS


LEADERSHIP: BULLYING  
Marijane commented that JCAHO is mandating that there are bullying policies and practices in place 

Lateral violence – A concern in all ERs – How are we as nurses treating each other? Tabby said that Laura, one of the Center of Hope nurses at Wishard, provided an excellent presentation on Lateral Violence. A discussion of asking Laura to an ENA event ensued.   

Physician Bullying - Many hospital has a disruptive physician policy. 
Relationship Centered Creed – India noted that Clarian West has a relationship centered creed that is signed by staff and is used as a way to clarify expectations and hold staff accountable.   
ACCOUNTABILITY: TO BAD BEHAVIOR OR POOR PRACTICE

India led a discussion about accountability measures: India shared that she has asked an employee to write their own corrective action plan which has had favorable outcomes in terms of allowing the employee to create the plan, and accountability measures later.   
GOVERNMENT AFFAIRS

Helmet Laws: Senator Weiss said he would consider a hearing on this law again if it was sponsored. So it is up to us to get our state representatives to sponsor a bill to amend a helmet law. Our best tactics include 1) How many people die and the increase in deaths and just as importantly 2) The tremendous cost of traumatic brain injury. These patients become reliant on state funding for the care needed related to long term care and recovery measures. Deb Connorton will share her evidenced based power-point of data nationwide and agreed to look at the local data as well.

CLINICAL HOT TOPIC: INTRANASAL DRUGS

What drugs are giving intra-nasally ? Tabby (who is our statewide EMS representative) has made a list!  Watch for her article in the upcoming state ENA newsletter NOTE: There is a special aerosolizer that requires a syringe to be used. Intranasal drugs are also a safety measure that not only helps the patient, it decreases the EMS risk of needlesticks – trying to start IVs in the back of the truck. We discussed the importance of being supportive of our EMS folks who are using intra-nasal drugs. A concern about hypotension without IV access was discussed as well. The thought was that this is a risk benefit decision that will require judgment and discussion related to the situation at hand.
