· Matt  Howard introduced the suggestion of a course czar type of person who would coordinate enrollees, books who went out, payment 

· Ruth felt she wouldn’t want an in-between person Wendy and Terri Joy agreed

· Ron Kraus suggested a common website drive with guidelines 

· Ruth Said we could do create a password protected website  
· Tracie asked for a mechanism to know who showed, no shows, who paid: she uses a spreadsheet that lists everything – offered to share it
· Tracie also asked that we have one point of contact at each facility
