ENA Forensic-Legislative Subcommittee
Minutes-3 May 2011 at 10:00am

1. Reimbursement for Sexual Assaults through ICJI.  There are no further updates 
regarding reimbursement for SA Exams per Sharon.

2. Paula created an excel spread sheet to track SA evidence that law enforcement has not 
collected and placed in secure storage. The tracking sheet was created for SATC that have problems with SA evidence stockpiling in their refrigerators. The information will be forwarded to Anita Carpenter, CEO INCASA. Anita will assist SAT centers by contacting the respective law enforcement agency to determine why the evidence has not been procured by them and move the evidence out of the SATC refrigerators.

Paula will also send to ENA to post on Website under Forensics section and also send to Ron 
Kraus, Holly Renz and Megan Brown to send out to ENA membership and IAFN membership.

3. Barb gave an update on the Senate and House Bills regarding SA, DV and child abuse that are passed as enrolled acts.
a. SB 019 – Public Voyeurism
b. SB 216 – Access to Child  Pornography in Criminal Discovery
c. SB 465 – Department of Child Services
d. HB 1083 – Child Solicitation and Child Trafficking
e. HB 1324 – Child Molesting Study
f. HB 1406 – Jurisdiction of University and College Police

4. Holly will send out to IAFN members, SATCs, and ENA the websites of SAFETA and 
EVAWI. These websites have great toolkits where centers can customize forms for each center use and specific needs.

5.  State Medical-Forensic Exam Guidelines. The Table of Contents will need to be 
finalized. Anita will review and approve the guidelines. The plan for dissemination is to conduct training regarding the guidelines to all SANEs, Non-SANE nurses, law enforcement, victim’s advocate and prosecutors. Once training is complete INCASA will disseminate the guidelines via INCASA website. INCASA’s plan is to conduct 2 trainings by the end of June. INCASA’s contingency plan for those who cannot attend the training will be to tape one of the two trainings and make the training available either by Webinar or by CD.  Caroline Fisher will conduct the SANE portion of training. A prosecutor, state crime lab personnel, and a victim’s advocate will also assist in the training. There will be a total of 4 trainings made available by INCASA for 2011. Paula will check to see if IU Health can assist in offering the training by live feed. INCASA feels at least the Non-SANE nurses do need training on the guidelines. Others suggested that if non-SANEs are required to perform SA without formal training it would be beneficial to distribute the Guidelines to them also. This is to ensure they have as much information available to them to assist them in the medical-forensic examination. It is difficult for all nurses to acquire the training due to lack of funding, time and travel reimbursements. 

6. Kim Day, SAFETA director at IAFN,  did email Barb several months ago stating the 
National Protocol for the Medical-Forensic Evidence Exam for Sexual Assaults patients was at the Office of Violence Against Women for final approval. There is still not set date of publication or distribution.

7. Child Medical Forensic Protocol – There is a draft but will need significant input and 
additional personnel to final the guidelines. Michelle Ditton volunteered to help but other input is needed. Holly can help coordinate but waiting on the approval to continue in her State SANE coordinator position for INCASA. The final decision will not be made until June. This issue will be tabled until we have a final decision regarding the State SANE coordinator position.

8. State-Wide SART committee – The ICJI Board of Trustees will spearhead re-
convening the committee. ICJI projected date of re-convening is by the end of June 2011. ICJI and INCASA are researching who the stakeholders were at the last committee meeting and send out invites. ICJI will be responsible for the funding of the committee.  Holly Renz and Leslie Cook were mentioned as SANE representatives for the committee. The issues that need revisited are storage of SA evidence, pick-up of evidence and the present statute revision.

9. Jane Doe Letter – Barb and Holly have worked on a Jane Doe Letter as a template for 
SATCs to use when a patient presents for SA but do not want to report. This is a letter that will be reviewed and signed by the patient at the time they present for the SA examination. This letter outlines their rights and the process for anonymous reporting. Once the letter template is complete Barb will send to the INCASA, IN ENA, and IC-IAFN websites.

10. Sex Crimes Compensation Forms – There are questions regarding what needs to be 
initialed on the form by the patient if they wish to remain anonymous. Holly Renz, state SANE coordinator and Mary Wilson, ICJI, are working on guidance on how to fill out the form when a patient wants to report anonymously. Holly will send out guidance once Mary has approved the plan.

11. Our next teleconference meeting is 7 July 2011 at 1100. Paula will send out a meeting 
reminder.
