1. Update from ICJI – Reimbursement on SA. Mary Clemens mentioned that any change in reimbursement would be a year out or so. Any change in the reimbursements to SATC would require a change in legislation before implementation.
2. Paula will revise the excel spreadsheet tracking all the Jane Doe Evidence that is in SATCs refrigerated storage. Paula is awaiting Anita’s comments to determine if this is a format usable for her if she is to engage and facilitate LE taking ownership of the Jane Doe Evidence.
3. Barb will track the legislative bills regarding SA and DV and discuss at ENA Legislative-Forensic meeting.

4. The SANE toolkit was discussed by Holly. She has made little progress on this but after a round table discussion it probably would be more helpful for SATC to use tools of the SAFETA and EVAWI websites. There are a number of tools readily available that each SATC would refine to fit their needs. Paula will speak with Ruth Slabach, ENA webmaster, to have these links to INCASA, SAFTA, IAFN and EVAWI on ENA’s website.
5. Barb shared Kim’s Day, IAFN, email regarding the progress of the National Protocol for Medical Forensic Examination of the Sexual Assault Patient. It is approved by the Office of Violence against Women. Kim is waiting on the details of the publication and how it will be disseminated. There is still not a firm date on the publication.

6. The state protocol is in Anita’s hands for approval. There was a question if there is a child med-forensic protocol. No one had the answer and this will be addressed again at the next meeting.
7. Holly is unsure if her position will be funded past April. She has not heard if it will be renewed.
