1. Uncollected evidence kits at SATCs. 
Anita has received no excel spread sheets from any center or ED in Indiana. Barb will email Megan Brown and Sarah Smith and ask them to send out a request to the IC-IAFN members to submit the excel spreadsheet. Barb will also contact the IN Chapter of ENA to send out the message in their next email to IN ENA members. Anita plans to send to local SART prosecutors that she works with to enlist their assistance to distribute to their local SATCs.
2. Summer Committees regarding SA, DV or Child Abuse. 

Anita only knows of the Summer Study regarding child trafficking. 

There is an Indiana Senator that will introduce a bill reducing the sentences certain 

convicted criminals. Sex offenders are being considered one of the offenders in the proposed sentence reduction. The purpose of this bill would help reduce costs of incarceration for the state.

Barb discussed how the Indiana State Bar Association will be hosting a legislative reception for attorneys to meet their legislators. Barb will ask the ISBA if guests can accompany her as Anita expressed interest in attending. This event will take place on 21 November 2011 from 1700-1900.
3.  State Medical-Forensic Exam Guidelines.

4. National Protocol. 
Barb received an email from Kim Day, IAFN, SAFETA director  and several weeks ago she reported that the table of contents was having a "one more look over" from IAFN SAFETA program manager at OVW.
5. State-Wide SART committee.

There is no new movement on this committee.  Barb will contact Sharon and ask where we are at with the reconvening of the State-wide SART.
The initial State-Wide SART convened in 1996 for only one year. Due to funding issues the SART was dissolved.

It was suggested that collaboration between IN IAFN, INCASA and ENA Forensic Subcommittee imitate a letter to Mark Massa, ICJI Executive Director, outlining our concerns regarding the issues SATCs in Indiana are having regarding Sex Crimes compensation and anonymous reporting issues. Barb will discuss with ENA Forensic subcommittee and ask IAFN IN chapter president for their input.
6. State SANE Coordinator. 
Holly discussed Forensic Nurse Week November 7-11th 2011. National IAFN website has a press release regarding forensic nurses’ week.

    Reid Hospital in Richmond Indiana is interested in starting a SANE program.


    Several FNE from Marion County and Diana Moore from will conduct SANE training in Hobart, IN December 5-9th 2011 at Hobart Police Department. Interested individuals are to contact Holly Renz.


    During Holly’s travel around the state she has spoken with coordinators/institutions about issues they are having in the care of SA patients. Several of them are billing issues, anonymous reporting, DFSA – what to do with these patients and how to fill out the compensation forms. It was suggested that maybe a day training on these issues statewide would benefit institutions struggling with these issues.


     Jen Markowitz (Aequitas) and Kim Day (SAFETA) are working on a grant that will fund web-based training for SANE project managers. The projected date of launching the program is Summer of 2012. 

7. Indiana Medical-Forensic Guidelines for Children. INCASA is the facilitator for this 

endeavor. Michelle Ditton and Leslie Cook from the FT SATC have offered to help but at this time there is no further movement on this issue.
8. Counseling paid for by Sex Crimes Compensation. This is counseling offered one on 

one by a counselor of choice by SA patient. It was explained in the past that the fund will pay up to $3000. CJI has since stated that they want the patient’s insurance billed first and they will pay the remainder. There is confusion on this issue as the participants believed counselors could bill for their services to CJI sex crimes compensation fund without going through any insurance or health care benefit organization. We will ask CJI for clarification.
