Scholarships Update: Erica Baker

Erica reminded us that applications for an ENA Roadrunner scholarship of $250 are available now! The applications can be found on our website www.indianaena.org Applications are due by October 1st.  This is a reimbursement scholarship. Reimbursement for a recent or near future educational endeavor will be considered. This scholarship is not limited to degree seeking course. The scholarship application must be completed in it’s entirety for consideration. Erica noted that the candidates for the Spring scholarship were excellent and the decision between candidates was extremely close. The scholarship committee has decided that in case of ties, the ENA local chapter president will make the final decision.  There are eight members of the scholarship committee. Discussion ensued regarding increasing the number of scholarships? Amount of scholarships? Committee will meet and report back at the next local chapter meeting 

Government Affairs: India Owens: Health care update was discussed. Tara Kunkel from St. Vincent Carmel noted that the quickest way to be seen is through the ER – are we all feeling this impending doom? What is ENA doing on the national level? Terrie Will stated there has been an ena.gov bulletin come out recently and reminded us that the reform bill can be revised many times. India shared that one concern was that nurses invited to the White House table were all unionized nurses: They aren’t ED nurses and it makes the emergency nursing problem worse. The backlogs in emergency departments increase when unionized nurses are able to enforce their staffing ratios. Ruth noted that you can go to our website www.indianaena.org  and find the information on contacting your congressmen. We need to be proactive on behalf of ourselves and our patients.  
Ruth will send out instructions on how you can tap into the government affairs tag on the ENA website and set up an automatic feed to your email – you can keep track of how your representative from Indiana voted.  

ENA Mini-Symposium: Tracie Pettit (given by Paula Reiss). The next Indy Roadrunners ENA symposium will be held on December first. Dr. Dennis Wagoner from the ISP forensics lab will be back to talk to us then. Watch for email, post cards and information on our website! Natalie noted that these gatherings are really fun as well as educational. The location is great, the food is good. Tracie does an excellent job of this, and was highly commended for her work to make these successful. Terrie Will said she is ready to obtain the contact hours for the December program pending receipt of the content outline and objectives from Tracie. 

CEN Review Update: Wendy St. John (Update was given by Natalie and others in Wendy’s absence. The CEN review was a HUGE SUCCESS! Enrollment far exceeded expectations. The venue at the track was excellent. Every detail had been attended to – signage, parking, registration, assistance with questions by track personnel, all exceeded expectations. Jeff Solheim, our speaker, delivered a CEN review that also exceeded our hopes and expectations. He is a consummate professional; His program was informative and his presentation both engaging and entertaining.  The food service was excellent as well. There was great variety and an attendant was on site to keep the food service area refreshed at all times.  Lunch was served on site for $6: the service was expedient and the food was good and plentiful. CPEN:  Jenny Morris from Riley asked if there was an interest. General consensus was yes!  Scott DeBoard is from Indiana was noted to be an excellent speaker and he has his own company that provides the review course for the CPEN.   Terrie Will said we should put it on the next agenda for 2010. Terry Stigdon and Jenny from Riley in partnership with Phyllis Best from St. Vincent Peds would be interested in coordinating! 

TNCC/ENPC Update:  The December course is now covered. Thank you to Terrie Will, who will be the course director. Dawn Sullivan Wright, Joyce Fuss and Beth Sanford are all helping and are very much appreciated.  

The course calendar for 2010 was circulated. The membership was pleased to note that the calendar, created by Tracie Pettit who also coordinates with Chapel Rock,  have added more classes, including recertification classes and two CATN courses. There are also evening class options! Classes are filling rapidly, are running to capacity with waiting lists as we stand now; we will be better positioned to meet the demand in 2010 thanks to Tracie Pettit and all involved! 

It was noted that the next evening class on website not full yet - so there’s still opportunity to attend.

Ruth reminded and encouraged everyone to get the checks turned in promptly, and to communicate registration information with attending hospitals to minimize confusion regarding who has been accepted to attend; also to forward on the names and hospital affiliations of those who become part of our wait list. 

EMS Update: Tabby Vaughn – Tabby was not in attendance. No report. 

EMSC: Jennifer Morris from Riley reported that Terry Grant and Dr. Elizabeth Weinstein are working to make sure our EMS response is on same page for children (EMS for children) –having supplies that they need to appropriate assess children on the scene – especially our rural communities. Try to help them get what they need in terms of appropriate sized equipment etc.  

ELDER CARE: Tara Kunkel from St. Vincent Carmel reported re: state meetings facilitating nursing home transfers. Those meetings are going to start in January. Does Indiana have a standard state form? We didn’t think so.  Thought was to get a standard state form for DNR order.  Tara reported the Ohio, and other states do have a form that helps to clarify the patients’ wishes re: resuscitation efforts, etc.

INDIANA CEN CHALLENGE: Tara brought up the idea of having a CEN challenge – this is a rivalry between various Emergency Departments that want to participate. ICUs and other programs are already doing this and the response has been huge. Attendees pay a nominal fee to participate, plus usually bring canned food or something to support a local charity. Some groups have a traveling trophy. ICU nurses have been doing this for years and the room is packed.

HOT TOPIC: EMERGENCY NURSES WEEK – We brainstormed ideas for Emergency Nurses week in October. Jenny discussed the work of  Riley ER’s  Community of Caring committee last year: they provided food for all ER employees and shifts – was able to get different meals donated from various restaurants – organized dress up days, for example a Christmas scrub top day – door prizes – community businesses including various hotels, Ruth Chris Steakhouse, etc. Riley called it Emergency Staff Week so that everyone was included.  Terry noted that they also created gift baskets for other Clarian Emergency Departments and hand delivered them. 

This idea sparked a lively conversation about doing the same for Hospitals who are within our local chapter community – creating a gift box and delivering it on behalf of Indy Roadrunners. Terry agreed to create the baskets, including ENA membership packets and give aways. She will contact the ENA national office for donations.  India agreed to identify the hospitals.  

Terry Stigdon agreed to coordinate the basket delivery identifying members that lived in various communities who could deliver the baskets Jenny offer to deliver to Crawfordsville. 

Natalie offered to be a part of the committee – India noted we need a quick turnaround – Ruth said that an email should go out via Ron from our chapter – send it out to our chapter members – and talk up membership at the same time.

Discussion:  Ruth noted that we needed up to $50 per basket to make it really nice. India will work on the number of baskets needed based on the number of hospitals. Paula thought white boxes rather that baskets would be a good idea – and to include the ENA logo on the box. Ruth volunteered to get the ENA Logo created for the boxes. 
Action Items: - India will identify hospitals. Terry will contact ENA. Natalie will contact Ron. Jenny and Terry will work with India and Ruth re: distribution plan.  

VOLUNTEERING – COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT – Natalie Calow

Natalie introduced the idea of engaging in some volunteer activities for the underserved at the holiday season.  India suggested we consider children who have been victims of burns. Hoosier Burn Foundation usually does this but has decreased funding for the approaching holiday season. Terry Stigdon noted that Riley Foundation works with the burn foundations and her understanding was that they would be well cared for this Christmas.  India agreed to look into the need and report back. Ruth wondered about doing something at a nursing home in that so many nursing home patients are forgotten over the holiday season. She suggested maybe caroling and gift baskets of personal items for folks that don’t get much attention. Paula suggested spa day at the nursing home; perhaps collaborating with a hair and nail place. Ruth Terry India and Paula will report back on plans. 
INDY ROADRUNNERS CHRISTMAS DINNER: The Rathskeller was quickly identified as a place of interest for the Christmas dinner. Natalie will call to make reservations for 6:30 on Tuesday December 15th.  Erica noted that we should probably have a back up. Dawson’s was chosen in case Rathskeller was unable to accommodate our group, etc. Beth also thought Dawson’s was a great back up idea. We discussed a phone tree in case of inclement weather: as this decision must be made at the last minute, we decided to not cancel and let the attendees make the decision re: their ability to safely travel.
