UPDATES 

Legal Updates – Barb updated ENA Forensics committee re: new Indiana Laws at the Loon Lake Lodge Meeting. Holly has since shared that information with the Madison County Advocacy Group.  
Toolkit – Group discussed two initial toolkits – Jane Doe non reporting and ICJI Reimbursement for Violent Crime and Sex Crime Funds. Goal is to create information packets for ER Nurses – including examples of completed forms and a resource list, explanation of the sex crimes compensation forms and violent crime forms. Explain the differences and discuss what needs to be in each section for proper reimbursement. Also include will be the Indiana Statute addressing anonymous reporting. Also what examples of how an institution would identify a kit on a patient who wanted to remain anonymous and key issues a Health Care Provider (HCP) needs to address. 
The group agreed that we would like to meet with ICJI to obtain the final sign off on the ICJI compensation letter. Holly has made the corrections but needs final blessing from ICJI as they will be incorporating this form in the information we give the patient at time of discharge. Barb will talk with Sharon Langlotz about an in person meeting with Mary Neddo and whoever else from ICJI should be at the meeting on Tuesday August 17th at 2 pm. with teleconference capabilities. Paula will set up the teleconference from Clarian. 
Anonymous Kits – It was addressed the problem Marion County is having with the stockpile of kits from the anonymous reporting. Both Holly and Leslie reported they have no issue in having the kits sent to the State Crime Lab based upon MOUs Madison and Allen counties have with the State Crime Lab on how these kits are transferred to the State Crime Lab when a patient chooses not to report. Holly shared her forms with us and Paula will address this with the Marion County Crime Lab director.

Training – Holly, representing INCASA, will develop a paragraph introducing herself and her ability to assist ERs with program development through her INCASA Role and send it to Ron Kraus for dissemination to state wide ENA members rkraus@clarian.org 
State Guideline/Protocol – Holly is working on the final updates. Barb informed us that the National Protocol has just been updated and Kim Day (SAFETA Director) will be presenting that soon – we decide to wait until that is finalized to finalize our own. Barb will contact Kim to see if we can obtain the protocol now so Holly can address any conflicting issues between the two protocols.
Legislative issues – Paula has spoken with Merry Addison about our interest in legislative interests as they apply to our specialty. Merry introduced Paula to Tom Weiss who was very knowledgeable and complimentary of the work in Fort Wayne. Paula will check with Merry and with India Owens to see what is happening legislatively this summer that we might be interested in. Barb will follow up with Julie Halbig, House of Representative, Republican Caucus counsel  as well. Barb will also ask Julie if there are any summer committee sessions addressing interests such as DV, Sexual Assault or workplace violence or other healthcare issues that forensic nurses may have a role in developing.
Networking - Merry Addison is also very interested and involved in Indiana Rural Health initiatives and networks through that organization. Paula has joined IRHA as well and plans to attend their conference. Paula suggested that INCASA might be interested and will connect Holly with the IRHA website. Paula also had a brief conversation about IRHA with Sharon Langlotz and Sandy Warren at ICJI. They were interested. Paula will re-email them with the IRHA info as well.

Compensation for Exams – Anita Carpenter has called for a committee to create a position statement about capped reimbursement for sex crimes exams. Holly suggested the ENA Forensics Committee take the lead on this in collaboration with ICIAFN. The committee agreed this was a good idea.
