What you must know before starting this course
· You are expected to attend each didactic class without fail for the entire day and complete the lecture evaluations for that day by the end of the day.
· The Marion County Center of Hope SANE training is based on the International Association of Forensic Nurse’s Educational Guidelines

· It is recommended that a SANE candidate have a minimum of two years in clinical practice as a registered nurse prior to applying to this course. 

· Successful course completion depends on attendance and a score of 90% on the final exam. 

· In the case of an emergency, you are expected to contact one of the coordinators prior to the start of class at 0830. 
· Additionally, you must complete approximately 40 hours of clinical expectations in the county or community in which you will be working within a designated time frame. If you are unable to complete all clinical requirements in the time given you may be asked to retake the course and final examination. 
· Completion of weekly assignments and readings.

· SANE Candidates must have their own computer internet access in order to fulfill required course work.

· A preceptor experienced in sexual assault examination and evidence collection must supervise all of your sexual assault examinations until clinical requirements have been met. 
· This course does not prepare or qualify attendees for the forensic care of pre-pubescent children. The forensic care of pre-pubescent children is covered in a separate, specialized Pediatric SANE course.
· Careful consideration is given to each applicant. The course coordinators reserve the right to decline course applicants. 
· The course does not guarantee a position as a forensic nurse at a Center of Hope.
· The objective of this SANE training is to help prepare and make you eligible to sit for the SANE-A certification examination. To be eligible to sit for the SANE-A certification exam you must successfully complete a 40 hour (minimum) SANE training. You will receive a certificate for your didactic completion the last day of class after successfully passing the comprehensive written examination and mock exam. Upon completing our clinical requirements you will receive a final SANE course completion certificate in the mail. Clinical Expectations
 Due to the sensitivity of criminal investigations, clinical opportunities are only for RNs/APNs who have made a commitment to interview for employment as Sexual Assault/Forensic Nurse Examiner upon course completion.  According to the IAFN (2015) “Educational Guidelines Clinical preceptor experiences should be completed in a time frame that ensures competency and maximum retention of knowledge and skills, typically within six months of completion of the didactic training. Required clinical skills shall be performed until competent, and competency is determined by the professional assessing the required clinical skills.”
This SANE training course adheres to a time frame no longer than 6 months following the didactic course.  
You MUST have a preceptor who will monitor and validate your competencies throughout this training. A preceptorship agreement form is included in this application. 
Your preceptor must be:

· Experienced in sexual assault examination and evidence collection

· A registered nurse, advanced practice nurse, or physician.

You will be responsible for scheduling all of your clinical experiences.  Clinical times vary and are arranged depending on the availability of various agencies. Class Policies 

You are considered a Sexual Assault Nurse Examiner only after successfully completing the didactic and clinical components of this class. Upon completion of the didactic portion of this training the registered nurse will be issued a certificate of attendance.  After completion of the mandatory clinical component of the training, the registered nurse will be issued a certificate of completion if the Center of Hope (COH) Clinical components are met. A non-COH SANE may complete clinical at their site without the COH Clinical Certificate and practice by clinical competency verification with their preceptor.   This training prepares you to perform sexual assault examination on adolescents and adults only.  Additional education and clinical experience is required to perform pediatric pre-pubescent sexual assault examinations.  Also, remember this is not a certification, only a certificate of completion.   There is no certification program established in the state of Indiana for the sexual assault nurse examiner.  There is an international certification program though the International Association of Forensic Nurses. To be eligible for a certificate of completion for the didactic portion of this training program, the registered nurse must complete the following mandatory requirements. 

1. The successful completion of didactic forensic nursing education set forth in this training.

2. The successful completion of a comprehensive written examination and head to toe forensic evaluation conducted at the conclusion of the didactic training.
To be eligible for a Clinical Certificate of completion from this training program, the registered nurse must complete the following mandatory requirements. 

1. The successful completion of didactic forensic nursing education set forth in this training.

2. The successful completion of a comprehensive written examination and head to toe forensic evaluation conducted at the conclusion of the didactic training.

3. The successful completion of the clinical hours, as outlined below.
Education provided by this course meets and in most areas exceeds, the minimum educational requirements approved by the International Association of Forensic Nurses as Sexual Assault Nurse Examiner Educational Standards for the Adult and Adolescent patient.  

DIDACTIC REQUIREMENTS: 

· You are expected to attend all scheduled lectures without fail due to the IAFN Educational Requirements.

· Final Class Date for graduation and exams will be Friday April 28th.
***If you have an emergency and are unable to come to class, you are responsible for contacting the class coordinators prior to 830am. Please note-many of the classes cannot be made up. 
According to the IAFN Educational Guidelines: Adult/Adolescent Course, “A minimum of 40 hours of didactic coursework that yields 40 continuing nursing education contact hours, or academic credit or the national equivalent from an accredited educational institution; and Clinical components, including simulated clinical experiences, are completed in addition to the coursework and are not calculated as a part of the 40 hours.” are required to be completed in order to consider yourself as SANE trained.
You must satisfactorily complete all of the following didactic requirements in order to receive your certificate of attendance for the class.  

· You must pass the comprehensive final exam with at least a score of 90%.   

· The written final exam consists of approximately 100 questions.
· You must be able to correctly diagram and label at least 10 structures of the female and 5 structures of male genitalia on the final exam.  You will also be asked to label structures on the anus and oral cavity on the final exam.

· You will be required to demonstrate a head to toe Forensic evaluation on a pass/fail basis on the class on April 28th, 2017.

CLINICAL REQUIREMENTS:  

The goals of the preceptorship are for the sexual assault nurse examiners to become proficient in the nursing skills required, to become comfortable with the role, and to become familiar with the roles and responsibilities of other team members.  

You should begin to plan your clinical experiences during the first week of classes.  
Bring your calendar with you to the first day of class. 

 You are responsible for arranging your own clinical experiences.  We will discuss some opportunities during class that you may use to complete your clinicals.  You are strongly encouraged to complete your clinical experiences in the communities where you will be working as a sexual assault nurse examiner, so you can become familiar with other sexual assault response team members and the protocols in your area.  No clinical experiences that are directly related to children (children defined as less than 12 years of age) will be able to be used for the adolescent/adult clinical component.  Verification for the experiences should be documented in the Preceptorship Log Book.
